Oberlin Community Services
Oberlin Community Services is a responsive community organization that provides direct assistance, referrals and other services to Oberlin area residents who need help meeting their basic needs.   In 1992 OCS responded to the need for an extra focus on mathematics in the schools indicated by low proficiency test scores.  Since then, the math tutoring program has grown and changed to continue providing support to math teachers and students in grades 3-8.  

Get Involved!
There are two ways you can help provide this crucial support to Oberlin’s teachers and students:
After-School Tutoring
Mondays and Wednesdays (3:05-5:30) we hold an afterschool tutoring session for 4th and 5th graders at Prospect Elementary School.  Tutors are matched with one or two students for the duration of the semester, allowing them to develop a trusting and productive relationship.   We focus on supplementing the in-school instruction with extra skills practice, mathematical exploration, and developing number sense.  You will be provided with materials and training; you bring the caring, enthusiasm and dedication!
In-Class Tutoring
The math classrooms in grades 3-8 need help throughout the school day, which gives you a lot of scheduling flexibility. This option allows you to get to know a broader range of students, work closely with a math teacher and see the Oberlin schools in action.  Teachers ask tutors to help in various ways, from classroom assistance to taking out a small group of students to work on alternative material.  Again, ample training and support provided; initiative, dedication and creative thinking necessary!
